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The History of Gwangjin—gu

The name, Gwangjin-gu was originated from "Gwangnaru" which was called
"Neobeunnaru(a broad ferry)" since there was a ferry near Gwangjang-dong
Gwangjin—gyo(bridge) where the river width was broad.

Gwangjin—gu area was incorporated into Hansanju of Silla after the three kingdom
was unified, the name was changed to Hanju in the 16th vyear of King
Gyeongdeok(757), and absorbed into Dumobang and Mangwoo—-myeon,
Goyangju—-myeon, Yangju—gun, Gyeonggi—do in the 13th year of King jeongjo in Joseon
Dynasty.

On April 1. 1911, according to Gyeonggi—do provincial ordinance No.3,
Gyeongseongbu and involved myeons in it were renamed, and the regions were
rearranged. In time, the 5-bu 8-myeon system was enforced, which changed
Dumobang to Dumo-myeon and Inchangbang to Inchang—-myeon. Three years later, on
March 13, 1914, the 5-bu 8-myeon system was abolished, and the myeon system
according to provincial ordinance No.3 was put into operation, which incorporated the
four ri sections of Inchangbang(Sageung-ri, Majang-ri, Sangwangsip-ri, Hawangsip-ri)
and other four ri sections of Dumobang(Dumopo, Sucheol-ri, Haengdal-ri,
Eungbong-ri) into Hanji-myeon and Ddukdo—-myeon, Goyang-gun, Gyeonggi—do, under
the control of Gyeonggi—do.

According to Gyeonggibu Rule No.6, this area was incorporated into the East Local
Office, and divided to Dongdaemun-gu and Seongdong-gu when the district division
system was enforced on April 1, 1943. On August 15, 1945, Gyeongseongbu was
renamed to Seoul City, and October 18, 1946, according to Military Government
Ordinance No.106(announced on September 16, 1946.9.16), this district was separated
form Gyeonggi—do into Seoul City Seongdong-gu. In time, Japanese style dong, ri
district names were changed to Korean names.

According to Presidential Decree No0.159 on August 13, 1949, the administrative
district system was altered. Gwangjin—gu incorporated Goyang-gun Ddukdo-myeon
(Dongddukdo, Seoddukdo, Hwayang, Mojin, Songjeong, Gunja, Junggok, Myeonmok,
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Neung, Shincheon, Jamshil, Jamajang, Guui, Gwangjang-ri, 14 ri districts in total) under
the control of Ddukdo Local Office, and each district was called Hwayang-ri, Mojin-ri,
Neung-ri, Gunja-ri, Junggok-ri, Guui-ri, etc. respectively.

On October 4, 1950, Dong meeting commenced, and according to Seoul City Rule
No.66 on April 18, 1955, the Dong system replaced the former Dong meeting system,
which had cooperated with the city administration. According to the administration
autonomy law, the Dong meeting was renamed to Dong Office, which started taking
the charge of minor clerical affairs of the city administration.

According to Law No.1772 on November 21, 1962(enforced on January 1, 1963),
Gyeonggi—do Gwangju—gun Gucheon—-myeon, Jungdea—-myeon, and Deawang—myeon
area were incorporated under the control of Cheonho. Songpa Local Office.
Eonju—myeon area also was incorporated and controled by Eonju Local Office.

On January 1, 1964, Ddukdo Local Office was abolished and incorporated into
Seongdong-gu. On June 26, 1973, according to Seoul City Rule No.780(July 1, 1973),
Songpa. Eonju Local Office was abolished and instead Yeongdong Local Office was
newly established. The whole area of Yeongdong Local Office and Cheonho Local
Office, which had been under the control of Seongdong-gu, was separated from
Seongdong-gu  into  Gangnam-gu.  Besides, Seongdong—-gu  Hwanghak-dong,
Heungin—-dong, Muhak-dong, Shindang—-dong, and some part of Sangwangshipri—dong
were incorporated into Jung-gu. Some areas of Junggok-dong, Neung-dong, and
Gunja—dong were incorporated into Dongdaemun—gu, and some of Dongdaemun-gu
Myeonmok-dong, Yongdu-dong, and Dapshipri—dong into Seongdong-gu.

On March 25, 1976, according to Seoul City notice No.58, the government office
was relocated from 43, Muhak-dong, Jung-go to 220-147 Jayang-dong,
Seongdong-gu.

On September 1, 1977, according to Rule No.1181(announced on August 29, 1977),
Majang—dong was abolished, and Seongsu-2() ga 3(sam) dong and Gwangjang—-dong
were newly established. According to Rule No.1185(announced on August 29, 1977),
some parts of Neung—-dong and Gangnam-gu Shincheon-dong were incorporated into
Guui—dong. According to Rule No. 1278 on October 10, 1978(announced on October
10, 1978), Junggok-1(i) dong was divided to Junggok-1(il) dong and Junggok-3(sam)
dong, and Jayang-dong to Jayang-1(l), 2(i) dong respectively. According to Rule



No.1413 on July 1, 1980(announced on March 31, 1980), Gunja-dong and
Junggok-4(sa) dong were newly established.

On March 1, 1995, according to Law No.4802(announced on March 9, 1995),
Junggok-dong, Mijin—-dong, some part of Neung-dong, Guui-dong, Gwangjang-dong,
Jayang—-dong, Hwayang—-dong, Songjeong-dong, Gunja—dong, and some part of
Seongsu-dong-i(2) ga were incorporated into Gwangjin-gu separated from
Seongdong-gu. According to Rule No. 1l(announced on March 9, 1995), Noyu-dong
was newly established while Seongsu-i(2)-ga-i(2) dong was replaced with Noyu-il(1)
dong, and Seongsu-i(2)ga-sa(4) dong with Noyu-i(2) dong. According to Rule No.
2(announced on March 9, 1995) regarding the new jurisdiction arrangement, the area was
rearranged to 9 legal dongs and 16 administrative dongs including Junggok-il(1), i(2), sam(3),
sa(4) dong, Neung-dong, Guui-il(1), i(2), sam(3) dong, Gwangjang—dong, Jayang-il(1),
1(2),sam(3) dong, Noyu-il(1), i(2) dong, Hwayang—dong, Guuja—dong, etc.

Besides, according to Rule No.140 on December 6, 1996, some part of Neung-dong
was incorporated into Junggok-dong and Guui—-dong, some part of Gwangjang-dong
into Guui—dong, and some of Gunja—dong into Neung-dong.

On December 6, 1996, according to Rule No0.140, some part of Neung-dong was
incorporated into Junggok—-dong and Guui—dong, some part of Gwangjang—dong into
Guui—dong and some part of Gunja—dong was incorporated into Neung-dong. On
December 31, 2007, according to Rule No0.495, Noyu-il(1), i(2)dong was abolished
and unified into Jayang sa(4)dong. Besides the area was rearranged to 15
administrative dongs. On July 16, 2008, according to Rule No0.574, the whole area
of Noyu—-dong was incorporated into Jayang-dong and the area was rearranged to 8
legal dongs.

On April 20, 2009, according to Rule No0.622, the whole of Mojin—-dong, some part
of Guui-dong, and some part of Jayang—-dong were incorporated into Hwayang—-dong
Besides the area was rearranged to 7 legal dongs including Junggok—-dong
Neung-dong Guui—dong Gwangjang—-dong Jayang-dong Hwayang-dong Gunja—-dong
and 15 administrative dongs including Junggok il(1), i(2), sam(3), sa(4)dong,
Neung—dong, Guui il(1), i(2), sam(3)dong, GwangJang—-dong, Jayang il(1), i(2), sam(3),
sa(4)dong, Hwayang—dong, Gunja—-dong.
